- Entering by stern after having turned outside, berthing starboard 
side alongside; sailing directly.

The Flamingos and the Salt Lake

Larnaca Salt Lake lies to the west of the town of Larnaca. It is a complex network of four salt lakes 
of different sizes. The largest is lake Aliki followed by lake Orphani, lake Soros and lake Spiro. This 
lake is the haunt of 85 species of water-birds with estimated populations between 20,000-38,000. It 
is one of the important migratory passages through Cyprus. Among them are 2-12,000 flamingos 
which spend the winter months there feeding off populations of the brine shrimp.
